POINTS FOR DISCUSSION
1. In your own words, try to explain why Christ still had to die also physically and what benefit we derive from this.
2. In the sermon, it was said, in Christ’s death humiliation and glorification come together. Can you explain this?

3. Answer 43 HC stated that our old nature has been put to death. Yet often we experience that our old nature is still very much alive within us. How come, has it not been put to death all together?
4. What do you regard as your old nature? Give some practical examples.

5. Try to explain what the apostle Paul means when in Romans 6 he says that we were baptized into Christ’s death?

6. Read Romans 6, 11. Do you reckon yourself to be dead indeed to sin? What does the apostle mean when he writes this?
7. Give some practical example of how to obey the command of Romans 6, 12-14.

8. What does it mean – vs. 14 – you are not under law but under grace?
